General Instructions & Guidelines for Submission of Abstracts:

· Abstracts, posters and spoken papers must all be prepared in English. 
· Meeting registration is required if you are submitting an abstract 
· All abstracts must be submitted in our site or by e-mail to: pgsihs.secretary@bpci.kiev.ua as a Microsoft Word file
· Abstracts will be published as separate abstract book and distributed among the participants of the Symposium
Abstract content and formatting:
· Each abstract should contain a sentence reflecting the study’s objective (unless given in the title); a brief statement of methods; a summary of the results obtained; and a statement of the conclusions. It is not satisfactory to say, "the results will be discussed." Use a short, specific title. Capitalize initial letters of trade names. Use standard abbreviations for units of measure. Other abbreviations should be spelled out in full at first mention, followed by the abbreviation in parentheses. Exceptions: DNA, RNA, etc. 
· Entire abstract (including abstract title, authors and affiliation) should fit within the borders of the box (maximum 400 words) and not exceed A4 page. 
· General abstract style formatting (font type and size, bolding of titles, line spacing) will be globally standardized by the ASCB prior to publication.
· Indicate if there is a possible conflict of interest in presenting this information.
· Select your abstract presentation preference (talk or poster; or poster only).

· Authors: bold, left adjusted; if multiple authors and from different institutes, use superscript Arabic numbers to specify  

· Institutions and Addresses of authors – italics, left adjusted 

· Text: regular, justified
